
Holy Week 
   Palm Sunday begins Holy Week.  On this day Jesus rides trium-

phantly into the city of Jerusalem.  On Holy Thursday he celebrates 

the Passover Seder with his disciples, first washing their feet as an 

example of service.  While praying in the garden after the feast, he 

asks God the Father to let the coming suffering pass him by, but 

only if it is his Fatherõs will.  He is arrested and sent to trial and on 

Good Friday he makes his way up the hill of Calvary with the cross 

on his back  to suffer and die for our sins.  

   How do we celebrate Holy Week?  Often it is in a blur of activity, getting ready for 

the festivity of Easter.  This year I would like to challenge you to  experience Holy 

Week through the liturgies of the week.  On Thurs. Apr. 1 the Mass of the Lordõs 

Supper will be celebrated at St. Ann and St. Benedict at 7 p.m. complete with foot 

washing.  On Good Friday we remember Our Lordõs passion and death with veneration 

of the cross at 3 p.m. at Sacred Heart.  The Great Easter Vigil will be celebrated on 

Sat. Apr. 3 at St. Benedict at 9 p.m.  This is a long, but truly inspiring service.  We 

begin with the lighting of the new Paschal Candle from the fire and process into the 

darkened church bringing the light of Christ with us.  We hear the readings of crea-

tion, rescue from slavery, and Christõs triumph over death.  We celebrate with all 

those coming into the church through the Easter sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation 

and Eucharist.  If you have never experienced it, you should at least once in your life.
